4. a flaw in the tragic hero of a
tragedy that brings the tragic hero to
ruin or sorrow; also known as a tragic
flaw.

5. a character is talking to himself
on stage, allowing the audience
access to his or her thoughts (alone
on stage)

6. character briefly says something
to himself or whispers to another
character so other characters on
stage cannot hear him or her

7. in a play it dominates the
audience’s experience of the drama.
It quite literally forms the backdrop
for the action.
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
